Our Audacious Three Year Goal
Climate Change Action Brookline (CCAB) is a community-focused, volunteer-driven, non-profit organization in Brookline, Massachusetts. Our core mission is to collaboratively and deeply cut Brookline’s greenhouse gas emissions (GHG) in the next three years.
With nearly 80% of Brookline’s greenhouse gases (GHG) emitted from the residential sector, we are focused on an audacious goal: to enlist - by the end of 2012 - participation of 85% of Brookline households in the Brookline Climate Action Campaign, with an average 25% reduction in GHG emissions relative to 2009.
We have adopted high expectations for two reasons: 
· Scientific evidence indicates urgency with a narrow window of opportunity to reduce impacts of our climate crisis
· We intend for Brookline to be a model for other communities and accelerate positive action elsewhere.

· Door-to-Door and Farmer’s Market Outreach 
This outreach involves one-to-one engagement with residents.  We are boosting wind power by enrolling record numbers of residents in the fast and easy NSTAR GREEN sign up program. Residents and business can reduce carbon emissions 20% or more immediately.
